We believe that parents are placed
with the responsibility of laying the
bedrock of education for their children.

Choosing the right place for your child
is the fundamental key for early inter-
vention. There is the more than 80%
chance that parents know their chil-
dren more than any diagnosis or as-
sessment. It is the parents that tell the
doctor, my child seems to be running
temperature or lacks appetite and the
same parent will care for that child
after the discharge from the hospital.

At the end of the day, parents always
have to take that initial step because
nobody will do it for them.

Do it for the future of that child . Think
of what is best for your child. Seek
support and understanding, seek early
intervention.

It can be very challenging when
you discover that your child at a
certain age can not help him or
herself but I tell you that you can
get help.

My child can now pick up stuff,
use the rest room and even more.
